Have you ever 
wondered why God designed us to need sleep in the first place? Just think about 
all we could accomplish in a day (even Kingdom work) if we could go nonstop, 
24/7. Yet, we sleep almost a third of our lives! God obviously designed sleep for a 
reason. Maybe Psalm 127:2 gives us the answer:

It is useless for you to work so hard from early morning until late at night, 
anxiously working for food to eat; for God gives rest to His loved ones.

John Piper puts it this way, “God turns us into helpless sacks of sand once a day… 
He sends us to bed like patients with a sickness.” Sleep reminds us that we are 
mere humans and we need God to protect and provide for us.
